Please note two issues of great concern that affect our children’s safety:





Firstly, I would like to urge all drivers to please observe the 60km/hr speed limit on the road that leads to the main gate of the Uplands Campus.  The road, as you may have noticed, is quite narrow and has curves that do not always permit a clear view of on-coming traffic.
